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The parish religious education program (PREP) of St. John Vianney Catholic Church, Imago Dei, by the grace of the
Holy Spirit, strives to bring members of the parish into a deep, personal, lifelong communion with Christ and His Church,
and to foster in them a missionary zeal for souls so that they are equipped to serve the coming of God’s reign. "The
definitive aim of catechesis is to put people not only in touch, but also in communion and intimacy with Jesus Christ

CCD (PreK —8"): Using the Faith First curriculum, we provide Christ-centered catechesis for children Pre-school
through High School that prepares them for the Sacraments of Reconciliation, First Holy Communion, Confirmation, and
for a lifetime of devotion to Christ and His Church.

(Jn. 17:3).” We offer a nursery in the parish office building for preschool
children to age 3; CCD for grades Pre-K (4 yr. olds) — 8; youth catechesis and ministry; and sacrament preparation.
Children’s PREP sessions include a quarterly visit to the chapel for prayer. Also see the KidZone page of our website.

1st Reconciliation and First Holy Communion (2™ grade): In speaking of FHC for children, the Church specifies that
they distinguish the “mystery of Christ” in the Eucharist according to their capacity and receive the sacrament with faith
and devotion. We seek to prepare them through weekly instruction and formation during regular CCD time, and a special
retreat culminating in the reception of these sacraments. A baptismal certificate must be submitted for sacrament prep.

RCIC (Rite of Christian Initiation for Children): Often children miss receiving the sacraments according to the usual
schedule due to relocation, divorce or conversion. When this is the case, they attend their own initiation classes during
regular CCD time, designed to instruct them on the rudiments of the faith and prepare them to receive the sacraments.

Confirmation Prep (8" grade): The Church specifies that confirmands be “suitably instructed, properly disposed, and
able to renew the baptismal promises.” With these goals foremost in our minds, the preparation program includes weekly
instruction, formation requirements detailed in the confirmation workbook, and a retreat, all culminating in Confirmation
at the Cathedral in May. A baptismal certificate must be submitted for sacrament prep.

Communio (9" — 12th): Come hang out with friends, make new ones, and foster your relationship with Christ in His
Church through weekly formation meetings, Youth 2000, concerts, movie nights, hiking trips, lock-ins, laser tag, ski trip,
mission trip, volunteering at the animal shelter, work camp, ultimate Frisbee, and more! Wednesday nights after Mass,
6:30 pm.

Theology of the Body for Teens: Helps teens understand the significance of their
sexuality and life purpose through its positive portrayal of our sexuality as a good and
essential part of love and life. Practical 12 lesson format, the program takes the two hottest
topics on the planet, God and sex, and marries them through Pope John Paul 1I’s compelling
vision for love and life! Wednesday nights after Mass, 6:30 — 7:30 pm.

T3 Bible Study: How do we slow down a media-driven generation long enough to re-
introduce them to the Word of God? T3 unpacks the Scriptures in a way teens can relate to,
showing them the “big picture” in an overview of Scripture, then leading them deeper into
its riches! Wednesday nights after Mass, 6:30 — 7:30 pm.

CROWN (Catholic Religion on Wednesday Nights): Designed to help foster formation in the faith for Christians of
every generation, CROWN begins with Mass at 6:00 pm in the chapel, after which we move to the church. In the 30
minutes following Mass there is a devotion geared toward adults and a small group devotion with activities for children.
At 7:00 pm sharp we retire to the social hall for pizza. Wednesday nights 6:00 — 7:30 pm.

RCIA : Explore the beautiful Tradition of the Catholic Church—nher sacraments, her liturgy, her

liturgical year, her teachings, her community, her prayer. Each group varies in personality, but is typically
made up of Catholics and non-Catholics who are looking for a way to better understand the Catholic Faith.
Beginning September 8th, Inquiry meets every Wednesday night at 6:30 pm in the school library
through the Easter season.

Adult Formation: Adult classes are offered year-round in the school building between the Masses on an annual rotating
basis. They include Scripture and Catechism studies, Marriage and Family, Church History, Marian studies, Prayer, and
NFP. Sundays 9:15 — 10:15 am.

Registration/Workbook fees: All classes include a text and or a workbook for which the registration fee helps defray
costs and guarantees minimal personal investment. Early registration is $15 per child or $40 per family, on or before Open
House, August 3rd and 10" in the school lobby. Late registration is $17 per child or $45 per family, in the workroom of

the school at 9:15 am each week thereafter. Deadline is October 31*, after which eligibility for sacrament prep is
postponed until the following year. We order all workbooks and texts according to the number of paid registration forms.
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
